You will be reading a science fiction book, creating a news broadcast, and filming your broadcast for your fellow 5th graders.

Students will create and film a two to three minute segment about the science fiction book they have read.  In the process of planning their segments, students will learn how to create a script for their production; and utilize film techniques such as setting, presentation, and props.
The script needs to include:

· Book title and author

· Summary 

· Author’s purpose/ main theme

· What kind of issues is the author writing about?
· A description of the setting

· A description of the major and minor characters

· Concise (short, sweet and to the point) plot summary

· Conclusion
· What are the final thoughts about the book?

· Does the story leave you thinking?

· What is the main thing you want your audience to know about the book?
· Your reaction to the book 

· Was the story exciting, dull, something you could relate to, did it provide you with new information or ideas?

· Would you recommend the book? Why or why not?

· Would you read another book by this author?

Script example:

The aliens are coming! The aliens are coming and they are taking over human bodies!  According to Stephenie Meyer’s from the book titled The Host, our country is in jeopardy.  Beware!

	Student is unable to  prepare writing in a format  (script) appropriate to audience and purpose. Script is missing several required elements to inform the audience.
